P.C.I. Competition – Oct. 3 (Salem, Oregon)

We are just two weeks away from our first competition that will be held at Sprague High School in Salem, Oregon.  This contest is on Saturday, October 3.  

We will meet at school that morning at 6:00a.m. and do a visual warm-up and run thru (no instruments) on the back field.  At 7:00a.m. I would like to see the buses pull out for the trip to Salem.

We should arrive at Sprague at 9:15a.m.  Once we arrive please get into full uniform immediately to give us time to prepare for the limited, scheduled  warm-up time which begins at 10:25a.m. in warm-up A (located behind the school).  We need to be waiting just outside of the warm-up area at 10:15 as South Salem finishes their warm-up time.  We do not want to lose any of this short warm-up.  The warm-up is scheduled from 10:25 – 10:55 (just 30 minutes).  From here we will walk back around to the North entrance to the stadium where the band enters the field for preliminary competition.  Our gate time is 11:00a.m. and our prelim performance time is 11:15a.m.  The front ensemble will enter the field from the South end where the track attaches to the parking lot on that end of the field.  Front ensemble needs to be at this point at 11:00 sharp!

At the completion of our prelim performance we will go back to the truck parking area where students will be asked to change out of uniform.  You will have time to get lunch (at your expense) at this time if you wish.  Please meet back in the stadium as a group at 1:45 for the Sprague H.S. exhibition performance.  Immediately after Sprague’s performance there will be a preliminary awards ceremony.  These results will set our evening schedule.  This schedule will be posted on the truck main side door (including our warm-up schedule) as soon as we know what it is.  
After awards please plan on meeting at the truck for dinner.  Dinner on these trips is a part of your fairshare cost and is provided free of charge.  Once dinner is over be prepared to meet in full uniform approximately an hour and a half prior to our finals performance time.  

Final awards are in the form of a full band retreat.  This means all members are on the field for awards (not just the drum major as most shows tend to be).  The retreat is at 8:45 with awards from 9:00 – 9:30.  Immediately after awards we will load all equipment on the truck (including uniforms) and leave for home.  I would guess we would be back at Skyview around midnight.
